Available - working on industry guidelines to keep 
guests and drivers safe.

Hotels and resorts are 
permitted to reopen at their own discretion

• Indoor unseated: 50% or 175 people

Indoor and Outdoor – Take out or delivery only

Black Car  Local car service providers limited on drivers but 
available with advanced reservations.

Hotels were not ordered to close but closed at their own 
discretion. Hotels and resorts are permitted to reopen at 
their own discretion. 

Groups Welcome  • 50% capacity or 50 people 

 
Restaurants  

• 100% Capacity with 6 ft. distancing between 
parties 

• Last call midnight 

 
Bars and Breweries  • 25% Capacity or 75 people 

Last call midnight 

 
Entertainment & Event venues  

• Indoor seated: 50% capacity or 225 people 
with 6ft. distancing  

• Indoor unseated: 50% or 175 people 
• Outdoor seated/unseated: no state capacity 

 
Tours Operating  

Small individual groups for some activities such as 
fly fishing with social distancing.  Outdoor guided 
services do not have a state capacity
